Paris , on the 'nest by t! o P:,,risJ1::is of Li~snmkeery, Ki lbr2.dr·a.11 and. 
Doona. nne11. There arG two :L-}t· ::-:hed portions of this Par5.sh insu­
lated by Rathke,J. e Pr:. ri sh; 3,J. so an, ,the c ifl the Vlie st of tl .. e Barony 
of Shanid, bordering on the County of Kerry. 

NAME. The narce of this Parish j s not of ecclesiastic,i.l 
origi:n. 1 but deri.ved fro:11 that of the To,,mL,ncl in which the old 
Church is situated.. ThP. name ts in Irish m=vc:nntantrn, anr·: signi­
fies Land abounding in Nettles. 

Of the old Church of this P9.rish ,1 ot a vestige 11ov.1 1·e:,1a.ins. 
It was levelled to the ground about thirty years ago, whe:1 the 
Church in use s.t pre,rnnt war3 being built,. Attached to th~.s Church 
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is an old graveyerd of considerable extent, much in use at present. 
This is situated on level ground in the Townland of Nanteusn. St. 
James's Well lies about half a fur-long sonth of the Cnurcb in the 11 
Townland of Ardgoul North. This well is still much resorted to on 
the 25th July (Saint James's Day) which is a holiday in tha Parish. 
Its waters are believed to be efficacious in curing sores of every 
description.
