WHEN Lirnerick line - out
against Qalway in their vital
National Hurllng League tie at
Pearse Stadium, Salthtll, to-
morrow, a lot will depend on
the performance of the man
wearing the No. 9 jersey. Tak-
ing his recent displays as a
criterion, the player in question
should certainly rise to the
occasion. He turned the tide in
the Shannonsiders favour when
drafted in as a substitute at a
crucial stage against Dublin at
the Gaelic Giounds, and on
Sunday I ast had a storming
hour for his club, Ballybrown,
in the County Cup S.H. game
with Old Christians. Have you
stoBped guessing ? The player
c@cerned ls of course, Tom
ILyan.

Tom comes from a G.A.A.
background. His father, Willie
Ryan, was a founder member
of Patrickswell G.A.A. in 1948
and is still actively associated
wlth the administrative affairs
of Ballybrown, Tom donned the
green and whlte jersey of the
club at the tender age of 12
years, but achieved little in the
way of honours until he reached
the higher grade, He played all
grades of hurling for his club
and is also a useful footballer.
He figured with dlstinction with
City Gaels, Na Fianna, and the
City Division in senior hurling'
and has played under-21, inter-
rnediate and senior hurling for
Limerick.

His array of trophies lncludes
three City J.H.C. in a row, one
County J,H,C., two Canon
Punch Tournaments, one New
Irelaud Shield J.H,, one Tho-
mond !'eis, and numerous tour-
nament awards.

I{e was Hon. Sec. of the club
for three years and is at pre-
sent a stauDch committee mem-
ber. catering mainly for juve-
niles.
. "What is your favourite Posi-

t ion?" I  asked the genial
ofEce manager (Ryan) in a re-
cent interview. Back came the
reply: "I prefer centre-back, but
most of hurling ls done at mid-
field, I don't mind, really, be-
cause I always aim to fit."

Q.: What garne gave you
your greatest thrill ?

Ryan: Without a doubt, the
county junior football final,
when we beat Doon. It was the
first time in over 5O years that
Ballybrown won the champlon-
ship. The excitement 'was in-
tense. It did the game a Power

the grade in senior rauks ? I
Ryan: Hurling is flourishingl

in the parish. On the junior-
senior panel we have over 40 1
players, and very promising I
minor and under-21 strings. Our i
senior team are dedicated, and
f feel confident we will Prove
our worth in the senior grade,
perhaps, next year.

Q.: What are your impres-
sions of the general G.A.A.
sceue ? Would you like to see
any ruie changed ?

Ryan: I would like to see
automatic suspension abolishecl.
Trivial offences can get you
two months just tlre safire as
a major flare-up. I think each
reoorted incident should be
oebtt wittr on its merits and let
the ruling body then impose
what they think is a just
penaity. f would also like to see
Rule 27 deleted from the rule
book. Apart fronr the fact that
it has outlived its purpose, it
is being vlolated freely and
rnakes a laughing stock of out
Association. I feel also it en-
courages bigotry in sport.

Q.: What is the major problem
facing the C.A.A. at present ?

Ryan: The laek of officials
who will devote their spare time
to promoting Gaelic games. I
think that too many Players
leave our ranks when their
playing days are ovet. They
should continue as club officials,
referees or tralners. and so re-
pay in Bome small way the el-
joyment they received bY par-
tictpating in hurling and foot-
tlaIl.

Q.: What are your ambi-
tions ?

Ryan: To win a countysenior
hur l ing  championsh ip  w i th
Ballybrown: to see our new
fleld developed on modern lines,
r,l'ith a social centre; to hold my
place on the Limerick senior
panel, and help them win a
Munster Championship, at least.
