1940. In the forties GalbaUv
dominated in Minor Grad-e
and took 6 titles in a row.

Football is a tradition in
Galbally and it is every
young boys ambition to
play with the Club. Any
new arrival to the Parish is
immediately investigated
with regard to his ability to
play the big ball. But for
any tradition to survive it
is essential that former
players become involved in
Club activities and help to
hand on  the  message.
