T h  o m o n d  C o l l e g e ,

former ly  known as the
Nat ional  Col lege of  Physical
Educat ion,  opened in
Limer ick in  January 1973.
Its purpose was to train
teachers for secondary
schools. These teachers
would be h ighly  qual i f ied in
two  a reas .  phys i ca l
educat ion and a second
subject of their choice. The
college was not intended to
produce super athletes but
rather  h ighly  qual i f ied
teachers. People in general
tend to think of Physical
Education as a course, in
physical exercises, football
and athletics. This is in fact
quite untrue, the course
consists of three areas,
P h y s i c a l  E d u c a t i o n ,
Education, and Secono
Subject. The hours are
equal ly  d iv ided between the
three areas and when one
a l l ows  tha t  Phys i ca l
Education includes 50o/o
