fellow sinners look around and agk uuraelveaimhat caused all

the misery and desolation which we see, and much more
that we cannot see—sin—it might he said one little sin, this

{ marks God’s abhorrence of sin; and if one sin broughtsuch

ruin, desolation, and woe into our world; how many sins

"have you and you, and I, and all of us committed, and for

any one of these we might justly be cast into He_ll. Is there
then no hope, no remedy ; oh yes, my fellow sinners, God
loves you in spite of your gins, Gud has giﬂen_lilm-‘siitzn as a
ransom for you. Oh, I tell you, my fellow sinners, that
God yearns over each of yoursouls. Christ said in speaking
to such asyou, my friende, if any of you being a father,
and known to give your children good gifts, how much
more will your heavenly father give the  Holy Spirit
to them that ask him. Oh, come to God!thro’ Christ,
and fear not, he will rescue you, and to you, my
Roman Catholic fellow sinners, I would say come to
Christ, do not imagine that Salnts and Angels can do the
work which Christ alone has the power to do, that is to save
a sinner. I do not stand here to eulogise the dead, but

earnestly and affectionately address the living ; however, of

whose cold remains are before you, I may say, that though
